· Initiate trainings, conferences and seminars or experiential educational opportunities. Expanding and improving skill sets and professional development. Particular emphasis on explanation/breakdown of AmeriCorps processes, communication flow, bureaucracy, CNCS, GCCS, etc.

· I’d like to really connect with all the other AmeriCorps service branches.  Since I have been in AmeriCorps for three years now I know all about each branch, but I feel that most people don’t.  We could all share “best practices” and creative ways to live on our meager stipends. This might also convince more people to do another year of AmeriCorps, maybe in a different branch.  Also, I’d like for AmeriCorps to get more attention, along the lines that the Peace Corps or the military receive.  It would be great if we could even get some form of ID that worked like military IDs.
